1. The complainants abovenamed have filed these 2 separate complaints 

seeking directions from MahaRERA to the respondent to refund the entire 

amount paid by them along with interest and compensation under 

section 18  of the Real Estate (Regulation & Development) Act, 2016 

(hereinafter referred to as ‘RERA’) in respect of booking of their  flats  in 

the respondent’s registered project known as “Dilip Grandeur” bearing 

MahaRERA registration No. P51900006119 at Mumbai.


2. These complaints are heard finally today as per the Standard Operating 

Procedure dated 12-06-2020 for hearing of complaints through Video 

Conferencing. Both the parties have been issued prior intimation of this 

hearing and they were also informed to file their written submissions, if 

any. Accordingly, the complainants appeared for the hearing through 

their advocates and made their submissions.
